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2023 Waterfowl Hunting Schedule

Rules & Regulations for Early Teal/Goose:

e Hunting hours: % hour prior to sunrise to noon (geese), sunrise to noon (teal).

e Hunted daily: Stake East/West, Stateline Bayou, White Oak Bayou, Lily Pad Bayou, North Side Bayous,
and Area 5 ponds.

e Hunted every other day starting Sept. 9: Baker Unit 1 only (3 parties allowed).

e Drawings are at 4:30 a.m. CT daily. If hunting pressure is low, the property will switch to self-service
(first-come, first-served) after the first week of season. Hunters must sign in outside of the LaSalle FWA
headquarters at the self-service check-in station if they are operating under self-service.

Rules & Regulations for Regular & Youth/Veteran Seasons:

e Hunting hours (regular season): %> hour prior to sunrise to noon, Northside Bayous (excluding units east
of U.S. 41) are open all legal hours (2 hour prior to sunrise until sunset).
e Hunted daily: White Oak Bayou, Lily Pad Bayou, Lost Bayou, State Line Bayou, Stake East/West, W1,
W2, and Area 5 (1 party in each of these locations).
e Hunted every third day starting Oct. 28 (Saturday): Black Oak Lowlands Units (BLN, BLS 5 parties
total), Blackberry Marsh (2 parties), and the East Unit (2 parties total).
e Hunted every third day starting Oct. 29 (Sunday): Baker Unit (BU1, BU2, BU3, 9 parties total).
e North Side Bayous: Hunted daily, all legal hours, with a maximum of 30 hunters allowed (river level
dictates the number of allowed hunters).
e Youth/Veteran Season:
o Oct. 21: Baker Unit (3 parties total), White Oak Bayou, Lily Pad Bayou, Lost Bayou, Stateline
Bayou, Stake East/West, and Area 5.
o Oct 22: White Oak Bayou, Lily Pad Bayou, Lost Bayou, State Line Bayou, Stake East/West, and
Area 5.
e Drawings are at 4:30 a.m. CT daily. The North Side Bayous are included in the draw on the first two
days of the season.

General Rules & Regulations:

e Hunt anywhere in the defined units and remain within a minimum of 25 yards from unit boundaries.

e Outboard motors are allowed within the Baker Unit and all river bayous. The Black Oak Lowlands units
and Blackberry Marsh complex are trolling motor only and do not have boat ramps.

e There is a 25-shell limit per hunter per day.

e All hunters must have a permit card, which must be turned in when finished hunting.

e There is a maximum of 3 hunters in a party (must have at least 2 hunters in party to get into the
drawing). Hunters who are by themselves can participate in a “singles” draw after the main draw ends.

e Hunters must park in designated parking lots.
